GOODS, PROFESS10NAL SERV1CE AND GENERAL SERVlCE CONTRACTS

During the performance of this contract, the contractor agrees as follows:

The contractor or subcontractor, where applicable, will not discriminate against any
employee or applicant for employment because of age, race, creed, color, national origin,
ancestry, marital status, affectional or sexual orientation or sex. Except with respect to
affectional or sexual orientation, the contractor will take affirmative action to ensure that such
applicants are recruited and employed, and that employees are treated during employment,
without regard to their age, race, creed, color, national origin, ancestry, marital status, affectional
or sexual orientation or sex. Such action shall include, but not be limited to the following:
employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or
termination; rates of payor other forms of compensation; and selection for training, including
apprenticeship. The contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and
applicants for employment, notices to be provided by the Public Agency Compliance Officer
setting forth provisions of this nondiscrimination clause.

The contractor or subcontractor, where applicable will, in all solicitations or
advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the contractor, state that all qualified
applicants will receive consideration for employment without regard to age, race, creed, color,
national origin, ancestry, marital status, affectional or sexual orientation or sex.

The contractor or subcontractor, where applicable, will send to each labor union or
representative or workers with which it has a collective bargaining agreement or other contract or
understanding, a notice, to be provided by the agency contracting officer advising the labor union
or workers' representative of the contractor's commitments under this act and shall post copies of
the notice in conspicuous places available to employees and applicants for employment.

The contractor or subcontractor, where applicable, agrees to comply with any regulations
promulgated by the Treasurer pursuant to N.J.S.A. 10:5-3 l et seq., as amended and
supplemented from time to time and the Americans with Disabilities Act.

The contractor or subcontractor agrees to make good faith efforts to employ minority and
women workers consistent with the applicable county employment goals established in
accordance with NJ.A.C. 17:27-5.2, or a binding determination of the applicable county
employment goals determined by the Division, pursuant to NJ.A.C. 17:27-5.2.

The contractor or subcontractor agrees to inform in writing its appropriate recruitment
agencies including, but not limited to, employment agencies, placement bureaus, colleges,
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universities, labor unions, that it does not discriminate on the basis of age, creed, color, national
origin, ancestry, marital status. affectional or sexual orientation or sex, and that it will
discontinue the use of any recruitment agency which engages in direct or indirect discriminatory
practices.

The contractor or subcontractor agrees to revise any of its testing procedures, if necessary,
to assure that all personnel testing confonns with the principles of job-related testing, as
established by the statutes and court decisions of the State of New Jersey and as established by
applicable Federal law and applicable Federal cour1 decisions.

In confonning with the applicable employment goals, the contractor or subcontractor
agrees to review all procedures relating to transfer, upgrading, downgrading and layoff to ensure
that all such actions are taken without regard to age, creed, color, national origin, ancestry,
marital status, affectional or sexual orientation or sex, consistent with the statutes and COUr1
decisions of the State of New Jersey, and applicable Federal law and applicable Federal Cour1
decisions.

The contractor and its subcontractors shall furnish such reports or other documents to the
Div. of Contract Compliance & EEO as may be requested by the office from time to time in
order to carry out the purposes of these regulations, and public agencies shall furnish such
infonnation as may be requested by the Div. of Contract Compliance & EEO for conducting a
compliance investigation pursuant to Subchapter 10 of the Administrative Code at N.J.A.C.
17:27.

4. AMERJCANS WITH DISABILITIES

The attached document titled "American with Disabilities", is incorporated herein and

made a part of this agreement by this reference.

AMERJCANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT
Equal Opportunity For Individuals With Disabilities

The Supplier and the County do hereby agree that the provisions of Title II of the
Americans With Disabilities Act of 1990 (the "Act") (42 U.S.c.. 12101 et seq.), which prohibits
discrimination on the basis of disability by public entities in all services, programs, and activities
provided or made available by public entitles, and the rules and regulations promulgated
pursuant thereunto, are made a part of this contract. In providing any aid, benefit, or service on
behalf of the County pursuant to this contract, the Supplier agrees that the performance shall be
in strict compliance with the Act. In the event that the Supplier, its agents, servants, employees,
or subcontractors violate or are alleged to have violated the Act during the performance of this
contract, the Supplier shall defend the County in any action or administrative proceeding
commenced pursuant to this Act. The Supplier shall indemnify, protect, and save harmless the
County, its agents, servants, and employees from and against any and all suits, claims, losses,
demands, or damages of whatever kind of nature arising out of or claimed to arise out of the
alleged violation. The Supplier shall, at its own expense, appear, defend, and pay any and all
charges for legal services and any and all costs and other expenses arising from such action or
administrative proceeding or incurred in connection therewith. In any and all complaints brought
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pursuant to the County's grievance procedure, the Supplier agrees to abide by any decision of the
County which is rendered pursuant to said grievance procedure. If any action or administrative
proceeding results in an award of damages against the County or if the County incurs any
expense to cure a violation of the ADA which has been brought pursuant to its grievance
procedure, the Supplier shall satisfy and discharge the same at its own expense.

The County shall, as soon as possible after a claim has been made against it, give wrinen
notice thereof to the Supplier along with full and complete particulars of the claim. If any action
or administrative proceeding is brought against the County or any of its agents, servants, and
employees, the County shall expeditiously forward or have forwarded to the Supplier every
demand, complaint, notice, summons, pleading, or other process received by the County or its
representatives.

It is expressly agreed and understood that any approval by the County of the services
provided by the Supplier pursuant to this contract will not relieve the Supplier of the obligation
to comply with the Act and to defend, indemnify, protect, and save harmless the County pursuant
to this paragraph.

It is further agreed and understood that the County assumes no obligation to indemnify or
save hannless the Supplier, its agents, servants, employees and subcontractors for any claim
which may arise out of their perfOlmance of this Agreement. Furthennore, the Supplier expressly
understands and agrees that the provisions of this indemnification clause shall in no way limit the
Supplier's obligations assumed in this Agreement, nor shall they be construed to relieve the
Supplier from any liability, nor preclude the County from taking any other actions available to it
under any other provisions of this Agreement or otherwise by law.

5. BUSINESS REGISTRATION CERTIFICATE

In accordance with P.L 2004, Chapter 2004, no contract shall be entered into by the

COUNTY unless the Licensor provides a copy of its husiness registration in accordance with the

following schedule:

(1) In response to a request for bids or a request for proposals, at the time a

bid or proposal is submined; o~

(2) For all other transactions, before the issuance of a purchase order or other

contracting document. In its sole discretion, the contracting unit may waive this requirement if a

business registration has been previously provided to the contracting agency.
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Further, a subcontractor shall provIde a copy of its business registration to the Licensor

who shall forward it to the contracting agency. No contract with a subcontractor shall be entered

into by any contractor under any contract with a contracting agency unless the subcontractor first

provides proof of valid business registration. The contracting agency shall file all business

registrations received by the contracting agency with other procurement documents related to the

contract.

The Licensor shall maintain and submit to the COUNTY a list of subcontractors and their

addresses that may be updated from time to time during the course of the contract perfonnance.

A complete and accurate jist shall be submitted before final payment is made for goods provided

or services rendered or for construction of a construction project under the contract.

7. PROIDBITION OF POLITICAL CONTRIBUTION

This contract was not awarded through a "fair and open process" pursuant to NJ.S.A.

19:44A-20.4 el seq. As such, the undersigned does hereby attest that this Vendor, it's

subsidiaries, assigns or principals controlling in excess of 10% of the company has neither made

a contribution, that is reportable pursuant to the Election Law Enforcement Commission

pursuant to N .l.S.A. 19:44A-8 or 19:44A-16, in the one (J) year period preceding the award of

the contract that would pursuant to P.L. 2004, c.19 (N.B. contributions prior the law's effective

date of January 1, 2006 are not violative of this representation) affect its eligibility to perform

this contract nor will it make a reportable contribution during the tenn of the contract to any

county committee, candidate committees or joint candidates representing any of the elected

officials of the County of Union, including the Board of Chosen Freeholders, County Clerk,

County Sheriff and County Surrogate, as defined pursuant to N.l.S.A. 19:44A-3(p), (q) and (r).
